4. Results (Brief description of results obtained):

The most important achievement in general was the expansion of the social perspective of our school community,
especially by the close relationship with entities from different social segments, reinforcing our partnership with ours
partners (Lar da Crianca Ninho da Paz, Casa de Apoio a Crianga com Cancer Vida Divina, Lar do ldoso Augusto
Neves, Instituto Solid Rock Brasil - Defesa da Crianga e Adolescente e Lar Vicentino).

In a more specific way we can describe bellow, the results in each developed project throughout the year:
1. WHO TELLS A FAIRYTALE INCREASES RELATIONS, an intervention in a public school.

In line with the Education Agenda 2030, encompassed by ODS 4, which aims to "ensure inclusive and equitable
quality education and promote lifelong learning opportunities for all" we are seeing the integration of our students with
the children of the Creche Municipal Jardim Veronica (a public Early Childhood School), when they presented classic
characters from our children's Brazilian literature and managed to make everyone reflects about exchange
experiences and especially the exchange of knowledge that make the formation of both even more consistent.

Our students were able to perceive the importance of the exchange of experiences between the private educational
system and the public school system. About 150 children aged 4 months to 4 years old were cared for in a community
in the East Zone of the city of S&o Paulo, the end of the action, they were presented with books that were written by
our students promoting intercultural learning.

2. TREE PLANTATION, GENERATING LIVES

Attention to ODS 13, referring to Climate Actions and OSD 15 that defends terrestrial life, our students distributed near
to the school 264 seedlings of native species, the project, had an innovation, the planting of 40 seedlings of Ipé in the
extension of school territory carried out by elementary school students who participated from the planting process to
the care with the maintenance of the trees watering them every day.

The Ipés were rooted in a green space near the school, besides beautifying the environment, have become a source
of leisure for the students and trle whole scho

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3. SOCIAL ENTREPRENEURSHIP
The main objective of the project was ODS 08, which deals with the search for decent work and economic growth, but
for the happiness of all, the project also reached ODS 01, eradicate poverty and also ODS 2, which aims to eradicate
hunger. Therefore, the final achievement of the work was to reverse the revenue generated by the company created
by the students of the 9th grade of elementary school to the Institute Solid Rock Brazil - Defense of Children and
Adolescents, in Vila Guilherme neighborhood, North Zone of S&o Paulo city.
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4. AMORIM COMMUNITY - SOCIAL ACTION - UNI'SANTANNA UNIVERSITY

The Social Action in partnership with the University Center UniSant'/Anna attended more than 300 residents of XX
services that were offered in the areas of health, citizenship, sports, leisure and PET services.

The actions are in accordance with ODS 03 - quality health, ODS 10 - reduce inequalities and especially ODS 17,
which aims to create partnerships to implement the objectives, since we have the University Center UniSant'/Anna.
Therefore, the action is a project that aims to bring dozens of services to the school community. For this we count on
the partnership of numerous public and private companies for the success of the event.

On the same day registration was made available and visitors received medical, dental, cultural, sports and social
orientation. All these services take place in parallel with leisure and sports activities.

5. THEATRALIZING FOR THE COMMUNITY - SOCIAL ACTION THEATER

The Theater Company Colégio Amorim presented the show "A Dream on Broadway" and collected 100 kilos of non-
perishable food and dozens of toys that were donated to the institute fLar da Crian¢ca Ninho de Paz "(Home of the
Child's Nest Peace) a shelter kids in the district of Tatuapé in East zone.

In the delivery of the donation there was a lot of fun and excitement. The students sang many songs and had a funny
time with the children in need, seeking reflection on the meaning of actions like these. We have awakened our eyes to
a reality that is often far away from that experienced by our students, the value of life and simple everyday things
could be valued, which meets ODS 03 - quality health and ODS 16 and 17 which respectively represent peace, justice
and effective institutions and partnership for the implementation of the objectives.

The NGO shelters and cares for 16 children with disabilities at various levels and keeps up with the donations they
receive.

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6. DOING GOOD WITH ALUMINIUM CANS i A FRIENDLY ENVIRONMENTAL PROJECT

The fLatas do Bem Projecto (DOING GOOD WITH ALUMINIUM CANS) started in 2015 after participating in the
internati on alfPrbjeo De OhooneiCimhé A( Eye of the Earth Project), [
British Council, which was based on the discussion and implementation of actions focused on global warming and
climate change.

Throughout this year, students and community have collected more than 85,000 cans, about 1 ton. The gathering
provided a financial mathematics school project to Early Childhood and the first grades of Elementary School. The
cans will be sold and the capital acquired will be used to buy toys. These toys will be donated to the Child Support
Center with Canceri Vi d a D inthé East done of Sdo Paulo.

That way, our students have strengthened relations with ODS 11, 12 and 13 that deal with the issues of sustainable
cities and communities, sustainable production and cgnsumption‘, and climate action.

The projects developed were associated with those already included in the Annual Planning, in the same way it was
possible to count with the pedagogical team that promptly integrated the projects with the contents.

As a result, students were able to verify the intervention in the school community of contents that were often included
in the handout, so the classes became practical when it comes to tackling the social issues we discussed in that year.

To help us assemble the best practices of Associated Schools in terms of quality education, please describe
your project(s) of the past year and its/their impact:

1. WHO TELLS A FAIRYTALE INCREASES RELATIONS, an intervention in a public school.

The purpose of this action was to rescue the history of our school by telling the story of the Jardim Verdnica Municipal
Nursery in the East Zone of Sdo Paulo. The connection between the two schools is due to the fact that our director,
Ms. Sonia Regina de Amorim worked in the beginning of her career.

Shortly thereafter, we had an idea to create the action that aims to integrate and exchange experiences between the
two schools. One of the actions was the visit of our school's storyteller to daycare children to tell stories and donate
the books of the "LER E ESCREVER, MUITO PRAZERO ( Read and Writ e, Ma lsobk (1th
edition) with collection of written productions written by the students of our school.

2. TREE PLANTATION, GENERATING LIVES

When it comes to the environment, wildlife conservation along with climate change, are themes often discussed by the
United Nations and others international organizations. Our school believes that change has to start from our actions,
so he followed this idea of conservation and created an action in honor of Tree Day.

Gisele Delgado, coordinator of Elementary School, explains that the study of the environment should be put into
practice so that everyone can see the result and thus devote more attention to the ecosystem: "We have approached
this planting as a practical form of this study in tribute to Tree Day, but awareness goes beyond that. The consumption
of water and air quality are other issues studied too0 .

3. SOCIAL ENTREPRENEURSHIP

The 9th year of elementary school is a moment of transition, considering that we must prepare our students to acquire
their autonomy in secondary education and understand their importance in the formation of a society of solidarity, the
project was created to guide them in their formation for adult life, future professionals and, above all, citizens. The
mathematical teacher Silvano TAL, based on the "Escolha Certa" (Right Choice) Author Mauricio Sampaio - Ed.
DSOP, who presents a whole process of building his self-knowledge, created the project that stimulated the students
to develop a business structure that had the revenue reversed for the Solid Rock Brazil Institute - Defense of Children
and Adolescents, which takes care of children and young people in the North Zone of Sao Paulo.
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
